 Main design points:
— Open-source license for documents
— Reduce duplication of effort

— Provide reliable documentation

— Use common, mostly open-source formats
and tools (usually html, sgml, pdf)
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~Writing for the AGDP &%)

e An author writes a document, and
submits it in any file format

« The review committee approves for
publication

— An Iterative process, sometimes quick,
sometimes not
« Document is converted (usually
manually) to SGML DocBook and
published (usually HTML, SGML, PDF)

— We ask that authors submit subsequent
versions in SGML, which is not hard to learn
